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British conductor Martyn Brabbins is Chief Conductor of the
Nagoya Philharmonic (from 2013) and Principal Guest
Conductor of the Royal Flemish Philharmonic. He was
previously Artistic Director of the Cheltenham International
Festival of Music and Associate Principal Conductor of the
BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra. After studying composition
in London and then conducting with llya Musin in Leningrad,
his career was launched when he won first prize at the 1988
Leeds Conductors' Competition. Since then Brabbins has
become a frequent guest with leading orchestras across the
globe.

Brabbins is known for his affinity with music of the late 19th /
early 20th centuries, to which he brings a Romantic sensibility,
unerring sense of pace and an extraordinary ear for detail. He
is closely associated with British music, and his recordings of
the Walton symphonies with the BBC Scottish Symphony were
released by Hyperion to unanimous critical acclaim. He has
also conducted hundreds of world premieres and has close
links with many of today’s foremost composers.

He has an extensive discography of works ranging from
Romantic to contemporary repertoire on Chandos, Collins,
NMC and so on.
