NPO is
called “Mei-Phil” with love by Japanese audiences, holds firm
position as one of Japanese professional orchestras.

In April 2013, British talented conductor Martyn BRABBINS who is
known in a wide range of repertoire becomes its 8th Chief
Conductor. Many Japanese audiences are looking forward to his
inauguration. He supervises program of NPO in 2013-14 ane-
conducts three concerts in 2012-13 season as Chief Conductor
Designate. To aim for high level performance, NPO make a close
relationship with BRABBINS.

NPO have established relations with many conductors. NPO
present conductors are Ken' ichiro KOBAYASHI as Conductor
Laureate from 2003, Moshe ATZMON as Honorary Conductor
from 1993, Thierry FISCHER as Honorary Guest Conductor from
2Pl 1, Mo#ohilfb #NKOUI as Resident Conductor from 2011, Kentaro
KAWASE.as Conduetor from 2011.
